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	Under-nutrition contributes to 45% of all deaths in children under the age of 5.
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	… yet currently, the amount of overseas development assistance going toward nutrition is only about 1.4% of what is required to meet the global undernutrition goals. And this is only what we know –
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	there are no equivalent estimates available on country government spending, which makes it difficult to gauge the true magnitude of the gap.
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	This highlights the acute shortage of data on nutrition financing. 
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	Accurate tracking of financial commitments can improve nutrition planning, advocacy, and implementation.
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Nutrition is influenced by many sectors.
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	Yet, the multi-sectoral nature of nutrition makes it very complicated to track investments. Guidance is urgently needed.
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	SPRING, a USAID-funded global nutrition project, is taking a country-focused approach to estimating government and donor funds for nutrition in two countries: 
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	Uganda and Nepal. By using a mixed method approach, we are producing the first comprehensive estimates of national allocations for nutrition in these countries.
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	SPRING’s approach looks at decisions made about the importance of nutrition relative to other activities and how this may influence nutrition funding.  
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	SPRING’s work breaks down the budget allocation for nutrition by sector, funding source...
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	… objective area…
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	… and over time. This analysis gives governments new options to assess their nutrition funding and its alignment with their national goals.
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	SPRING now provides technical assistance to transfer this budget analysis skillset to country governments to increase their capacity for planning and advocacy.
